REQUEST FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST

Assignment Title: Consultancy services for delivering specialized multidisciplinary support to GD NRRP through RAPID Project
Reference No. (as per Procurement Plan): 09/CQ/2025

The Government of Romania has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Rural Pollution Prevention and Reduction Project (RAPID Project), and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. 
The consultancy services (“the Services”) include establishing a pool of experts to provide specialized, multidisciplinary support and targeted, on-demand consultancy to the General Directorate for NRRP (GD NRRP), enabling the monitoring, evaluation, and reporting of NRRP investments. The complexity and diversity of NRRP-funded investments require swift access to high-level expertise in key areas throughout the project lifecycle, including evaluation, contracting, contract amendments, procurement, payment verification and authorization, accountancy, and reporting.
The duration of the contract will be until October 31st, 2026, or any subsequent date, as agreed in writing by the Parties through a contract amendment. The Consultant is expected to commence performance of the services within 10 working days after contract signing. The implementation timeline is estimated at 10 months.
The detailed Terms of Reference (ToRs) for this assignment are attached to the present Request for Expressions of Interest (REoI).
The Ministry of Environment, Waters and Forests - Rural Pollution Prevention and Reduction Project, now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services. 
The shortlisting criteria are:
I. General qualifications - 20 points
The Consultant shall demonstrate the necessary qualifications and professional experience to deliver consultancy services in the fields of evaluation, contracting, contracts amendments, procurement, payment verification and authorization, accountancy, reporting, specifically in the context of activities carried-out by or for public authorities. 
II. Specific experience - 80 points 
The Consultant shall demonstrate successful completion in the last 8 years of at least three (3) projects or contracts involving support for the managing authorities in the implementation / monitoring and evaluation of EU funded programs.
Specific experience in projects with construction works is considered as desirable. 
Advantage should be considered for the Consultants that are proving experience in providing support for payment authorization verifications on projects with construction works. 
Supporting documents should be provided (recommendation letters, copies of contracts, reception letters/approval documents issued by the Contracting Authorities for the deliverables / services / final reports, etc.).
No CVs should be provided at this stage of the selection procedure, as the Key Experts requested in the Terms of Reference will not be evaluated at the shortlisting stage. 
The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to Section III, paragraphs, 3.14, 3.16, 3.17 and 3.21 to 3.24 of the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers”, November 2020 (“Procurement Regulations” -  https://thedocs.worldbank.org/en/doc/178331533065871195-0290022020/original/ProcurementRegulations.pdf ), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest and Eligibility. Interested consultants will consult all these conditions and will sign and send together with their Expression of Interest a declaration of no conflict of interest and eligibility, in the format attached to this request for expressions of interest.
Consultants may associate with other firms to enhance their qualifications, but should indicate clearly whether the association is in the form of a joint venture and/or a sub-consultancy. In the case of a joint venture, all the partners in the joint venture shall be jointly and severally liable for the entire contract, if selected. Interested Consultants should clearly indicate in their Expression of interest the structure of their “association” and the duties and responsibilities of each of the partners and sub-consultants. Please note that any entity may submit only one Expression of Interest in the same selection process, either individually as a single consultant or as a partner in a joint venture.
A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Consultant’s Qualification-based Selection (CQS) method set out in the Procurement Regulations.

Expressions of interest and supporting documents must be submitted in written form (by e-mail or/and in person or/and by mail), in English language, to the address below no later than ……………, 2025, 15:00 local time. In case the supporting documents are not in English, the Consultant shall provide a copy of the relevant parts of the original document, together with a translation into English, which will be certified for conformity by the same person signing the Expression of Interest.
The Expression of Interests and any clarification subsequently issued by the Consultant shall be signed by the person or the persons that are entitled to represent and bind the Consultant or by a person designated to sign the Expression of Interest. In such latter cases, a written power of attorney shall be presented.
