The system will support water resources management and monitoring, administration of permits and authorizations, institutional document management, and the provision of digital services, integrating the “compliance by design” principle to ensure automatic enforcement of legal requirements through appropriate technical functionalities and mechanisms.

The procurement process will be conducted through national competitive procurement using Request for Proposals (RFP) as specified in the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers” November 2020 (“Procurement Regulations”), and is open to all eligible Proposers as defined in the Procurement Regulations. 
4. 	Bids will be evaluated in accordance with the evaluation process set out in the bidding documents. The following weightings shall apply for Rated Criteria (including technical and non-price factors):  40 %. and for Proposal cost: 60 %.

All envelopes marked “FINANCIAL PART” shall remain unopened and will be held in safe custody of the Purchaser until the second public Proposals opening.
